It is possible for families to replace a standard course with an alternate of their choice. An alternate of this type must have prior
approval and may replace the course listed or be taken when a subject’s requirements have been fulfilled.

Students enrolled with grade auditing may request transcripts from the Covenant Home office.  Transcripts are sent, at your
request, to the colleges of your choice directly from the Covenant Home office.  Please allow two weeks for processing transcript
requests.  Records/transcripts are not kept for students not enrolled in the grade auditing program.



Students enrolling in Covenant Home’s grade auditing program after grade nine must supply a transcript of previous high school work.
Please call for details.  Students seeking a diploma must be enrolled in the grade auditing program by eleventh grade.

All students seeking a diploma must take Bible while enrolled with Covenant Home Curriculum.  Bible courses are not a requirement of
previous work.

Students not seeking a college preperatory diploma may call for terms.
