As students return their
diamonds to the pile, have them recall the
d words they heard. Repeat the activity
several times, reading a different passage
each time.

Ask your studenis
ta ponder this gquestion as you read and
enjoy the alliterative text in Six Sandy
Sheep by Judith Ross Enderle, After-
ward, call out a group of words from the
story that begin with 5. Ask studenis to
name the sound these words have in
common. Mow give each chilc a sheet
of paper and have him choose an animal
from the zoo. Have the child describe
the animal and tell what it does when it
visits the beach—using words that
begin with the same sound as the
animal’s name. For example, happy
hippos might hop around the beach, or
mischievous monkeys might march
down tha beach. Writa each child’s
diciation on his paper and then have him
illustrate his sentence. When youngsters
hawve finished, invite them to share their
work with their classmales.
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
